There being a quorum present, and so declared, the following business was transacted:
Invocation:  Rev. Jeff Leonard
Pledge to the flag:  Alderman Nathan Walker
APPROVAL OF THE MAY 6, 2019 MINUTES:  Dale Welch made a motion and was seconded by Charles Looper to approve the May 6, 2019 minutes.  All present voted yes.  Motion carried.
CONSIDERATION OF BILLS:  Nathan Walker made a motion and was seconded by Dale Welch to pay the bills as listed.  After a roll call vote was taken, all present voted yes.  Motion carried.
3RD READING OF ORDINANCE #19-549 – AN ORDINANCE TO CHANGE THE ZONING CLASSIFICATION FOR APPROXIMATELY 18,000 SQUARE FEET OF PROPERTY LOCATED ON E PRICE AVE FROM R-1 TO C-1 LIMITED COMMERCIAL DISTRICT:  (There was a public hearing held prior to the regulary scheduled meeting.)  Dale Welch made a motion and was seconded by Nathan Walker to pass the 3rd Reading of Ordinance #19-549.  After a roll call vote, all present voted yes.  Motion carried.
1ST AND 2ND READING OF ORDINANCE #19-550 – AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF MAYOR AND ALDERMEN OF THE TOWN OF MONTEREY, TENNESSEE, TO PROVIDE A TAX LEVY FOR THE TOWN OF MONTEREY, TENNESSEE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING 2020:  Charles Looper made a motion and was seconded by Nathan Walker to pass the 1st and 2nd Reading of Ordinance #19-550.  After a roll call vote, all present voted yes.  Motion carried. 
1ST AND 2ND READING OF ORDINANCE #19-551 – AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MONTEREY, TENNESSEE ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR JULY 1, 2019 THROUGH JUNE 30, 2020:  (Mark Farley entered the meeting at this time.)  Nathan Walker stated that you have a list in front of each of you that explains the added budgeted items to each department.  He then asked if any of you have any questions?  Charles Looper made a motion and was seconded by Dale Welch to pass the 1st and 2nd Reading of Ordinance #19-551.  After a roll call vote, all present voted yes.  Motion carried.  
CAPITAL OUTLAY NOTE PROPOSAL:  Mayor Wiggins stated that John Werner is here tonight from Cumberland Securities to answer any questions, should you have any about this note.  Nathan Walker made a motion and was seconded by Charles Looper to give the greenlight to Cumberland Securities to proceed with the Resolution to be considered at the next board meeting.  After a roll call vote, all present voted yes.  Motion carried.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:  Charles Looper stated that they had a street committee meeting on Tuesday, May 28 and discussed closing some alleys.  The committee recommended closing the following alleys:  Elm to Holly (next to Ronnie Lane’s); Chestnut to Holly (behind Jeff Hicks); Agee to Pine Street; Chestnut to Holly (ends at Joe Denson’s); Walnut Street to Irvine Alley; and Poplar to Walnut.  Nathan Walker questioned if VEC would be allowed to enter the closed alleys if they needed to.  After some discussion, Charles Looper made a motion and was seconded by Starlett Wessels to accept the street committee’s recommendations to close the alleys only and not to deed them to any of the property owners the property from the closings.  After a roll call vote, all present voted yes.  Motion carried.
Charles Looper stated that they also discussed that something needs to be done at the Dairy Queen drive thru.

Starlett Wessels stated that Nathaniel Green and Duane Jarrett are here to give a water/sewer update.  Nathaniel Green stated that there were a couple of things that he needs tonight.  He stated that they need to award the equipment bids for the sewer plant to the lowest bidders by June 9.  Starlett Wessels made a motion and was seconded by Mark Farley to authorize the Mayor to execute the award letters for the lowest bidders for the equipment for the new sewer plant.  After a roll call vote, all present voted yes.  Motion carried.

Nathaniel Green stated that you have in front of you the bids for the 2018 sewer system CDBG rehab Contract 119.  After some discussion, Mark Farley made a motion and was seconded by JJ Reels to accept the low bid from J & H Construction of $373,270.77.  After a roll call vote, there were seven “yes” votes and one “no” vote.  Those voting yes were:  Martin, Wessels, Looper, Farley, Reels, Foster and Walker.  Those voting no were:  Welch.  Motion carried.
Duane Jarrett stated that at the sewer plant we have a 35 year old primary clarifier that has quit working.  It is going to cost between $35,000 - $65,000 to repair.  He stated when he get the numbers, he will email each of you and see if he can get the go ahead to get this repaired.  

OTHER BUSINESS:  Mayor Wiggins stated that we need to have a called meeting in this month to pass the budget.  It was the consensus of the board to meet on Tuesday, June 18 at 7:00 p.m.  He stated that there will only be three or four items on there unless some of you have something that will need to be put on there.
Mayor Wiggins stated that you have two lists in front of you, one from the police department and one from the garage with items on there to be declared as surplus property so these can be sold on gov deals.  Dale Welch made a motion and was seconded by Amy Martin to declare these items surplus.  After a roll call vote, all present voted  yes.  Motion carried.

Mayor Wiggins stated that the Bee Rock dedication will be June 22 starting at 10:00 a.m.

Mayor Wiggins stated that at our July 1 meeting, we need to talk about getting a private act passed for the hotel/motel tax.

NEW BUSINESS:  There was none.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Julie Bohannon stated that June 8 will be craft days at the Farmer’s Market.
Julie Bohannon stated that right now there has not been any organization that wants to sponsor the July 4 festivities.  If you know of one, send them to the Depot.

Julie Bohannon stated that June 28, Cumberland Container will be giving tours in honor of their 50 years in Monterey.

Julie Bohannon stated that we were awarded the diabetes grant of $256,000 for our sidewalk by Burks Middle School.

Julie Bohannon stated that the money is here for the water feature.

Julie Bohannon stated that the tourism grant will be announced tomorrow.

Julie Bohannon stated we have the new quilt signs up.

Julie Bohannon introduced Adam West from Monterey High School.  He talked about the snapchat filter that he did for Monterey that has Bee Rock.  He also showed them some others that he worked on and explained a little about what this was.

Mayor Wiggins stated that June 10 is the court hearing for Bee Rock.

ADJOURNMENT:  Dale Welch made a motion to adjourn the meeting.
